Justice Michelle O’Bonsawin
The Honourable Michelle O’Bonsawin became the first Indigenous person to serve on Canada’s 
highest court, when she was appointed to the Supreme Court of Canada on September 1, 2022. 
She is a widely respected member of Canada’s legal community with a distinguished career 
spanning over 20 years. Born in Hanmer, Ontario, and a fluently bilingual Franco-Ontarian, Justice 
O’Bonsawin is an Abenaki member of the Odanak First Nation. Justice O’Bonsawin was appointed 
to the Ontario Superior Court of Justice in 2017. She is a graduate of Laurentian University’s 
Bachelor of Arts.

She currently serves as a Director of Franco-Nevada, Centamin PLC, Eldorado Gold Corporation 
and Aclara Resources, and is Chair of the Board of Exiro Minerals Corp. Chair of the Advisory 
Board, ReThink Mining Ventures, which is part of Canada Mining Innovation Council. Member of 
The Capital Oversight Committee of Metrolinx. Catharine is also the President of FarExGeoMine, 
consulting with mining companies and legal organizations.. Previously, she was Founding CEO, 
Director and Co-Founder of TMAC Resources Inc (now part of Agnico Eagle Mines) as well as 
Chief Operating Officer of KGHM International. She has been honoured as one of the 100 Global 
Inspirational Women in Mining (2015 and 2018) and is a past recipient of the William Harvey 
Gross Medal of the Geological Association of Canada (2000). In 2020 was awarded distinguished 
Alumni at Acadia University.

L’Université Laurentienne The Mace is a symbol of authority and guidance. It is shouldered by the Macebearer who, 

clothed in a specially designed gown, leads the procession of graduands, faculty, members 
of the Board of Governors, special guests, the Chancellor, and the President and Vice-
Chancellor, into the auditorium to participate in the Convocation ceremony. When the 
entire procession has entered, the Mace is placed on a designated pedestal before the 
Chancellor, at the front of the stage. It remains there until the closure of the Convocation 
ceremony, at which time it is borne again by the Macebearer who leads the Convocation 
procession out of the auditorium.

Laurentian’s Mace was designed by Dora de Pedery-Hunt. It was crafted from Sudbury  
metals – copper and nickel – and adorned with golden studs, representing strength and power. 
The University’s crest is engraved at the tip of the shaft. This gift from The Imperial Order 
Daughters of the Empire (IODE), Elizabeth Fry Chapter, was presented to the University 
at their annual dinner on May 17, 1966.

Elle y demeure 
jusqu’à la fin de la cérémonie, moment auquel le massier la reprend pour conduire le 
cortège à l’extérieur de l’auditorium.

La Masse de l’Université Laurentienne est l’oeuvre de Dora de Pedery-Hunt. Elle a été  
confectionnée à partir de métaux trouvés dans la région de Sudbury – le cuivre et le 
nickel – et ornée de cloutages dorés qui représentent la force et le pouvoir. L’écusson de 
l’Université est gravé au bout du manche de la Masse. Ce cadeau de l’Ordre impérial 
des filles de l’Empire, section Elizabeth Fry, a été présenté à l’Université lors du banquet 
annuel de l’Ordre tenu le 17 mai 1966.
